CITY OF GREATER DANDENONG
Year Levels: Prep - 4
Alex Wilkie Nature Trail
Learn about the natural environment with a guided walk through the reserve by a qualified ranger. Topics discussed could include: history of site and impact of man, management of the reserve, habitat.
Duration: 30 - 60 minutes
Year Levels: 1 - 8
Guided Tours of Reserves
